


Po skupinski razstavi moske slikarske se-
lekcije s provokativnim naslovom Better
doggy style than no style v preteklem
letu je bila priprava tokratne razstave

z Zensko selekcijo vec kot nujna, med
drugim tudi zaradi lanskih polemicnih
pomislekov o morebiti se dandanes

ne povsem izkoreninjeni diskriminaciji
zensk v druzbi in posledicno v ume-
tnosti in kulturi. »Doggy styleu« zdaj
duhovito vracajo udarec razstavljavke

s svojim »pussy styleom«, veCpomensko
zaznamovanim v metaforicnem naslovu
razstave. Gre za avtorice, ki bodisi sele
dobro vstopajo v polje sodobne vizualne
tvornosti ali so s konsistentnim pristo-
pom, javnimi nastopi in pomembnimi,
tudi mednarodnimi nagradami ze vidno
in odmevno opozorile na svoje delo v
slovenskem in mednarodnem prostoru.
Nekatere od njih so z artikuliranim vizu-
alnim besednjakom in problematizacijo
aktualnih perecih vprasanj in obcutlji-
vih, tabuiziranih tem dvignile v zadnjem
casu nemalo neupravicenega prahu v
sirsi slovenski srenji.

Umetnice na razstavi v sliki, risbi,
fotogrdfiji, animiranem filmu in in situ
zvocno-vizualni instalaciji tematizirajo:
protimigrantsko retoriko v Sloveniji in
druge obrambne mehanizme politic-
nega upravljanja s prostorom, kot je
arhitektura protiletalskega topnistva
med 2. svetovno vojno v Nemdiji (Su-
zana Brborovi¢); alieniranost, izgubo
identitete, intimne stiske, alkoholizem in
nezainteresiranost sodobne druzbe do
teh problematik (Spela Cadez); podi-
ranje seksualnih tabujev prek risarskih
upodobitev golega Zenskega telesa in
materiala - rastlinskih plodov, aludi-
rajocih na osnovne eroti¢ne izkusnje
(Olja Grubié); stanje druzbeno-politiéne
stvarnosti prek geometrijsko abstraktnih
reprezentacij ideoloskih znakov in Male-
vicevega ikonografskega narativa (Dusa
Jesih); dihotomijo spolnega razlikova-
nja in stereotipno podrejenost zenske
populacije v razmerju do moskih, ki se
odraza v njenem slabsem materialnem
in socialnem poloZaju na domala vseh
ravneh druibenega dogajanja (Simona
Semenic¢ & Nada Zgank) in, ne naza-
dnje, zastarele in nedozorele nazore o
posebnosti cloveske vrste in vzviseni, a
povsem trivialni odnos do drugih zivih
bitij (Maja Smrekar).

Following last year's group exhibition

of male painters, provocatively enti-
tled Better Doggy Style Than No Style,
staging a show featuring an all-female
selection was a must this year, in part
also due to last year's polemics a propos
the not yet eradicated discrimination
against women in society, and therefore
in art and culture. The artists featured

in this show wittily strike back with their
“pussy style”, as suggested by the exhibi-
tion title, underscoring the metaphorical
polysemy of the phrase. The selected
artists are at different stages in their
career: some have just entered the field
of contemporary visual art while others
have already drawn considerable at-
tention, in Slovenia and internationally,
with the consistency of their approaches,
their public appearances and their ac-
colades, including winning important
international awards. Recently, some of
them have also kicked up quite a lot of
(unjustified) dust among the general
public in Slovenia by broaching burning
issues and sensitive or taboo topics in a
highly articulate manner.

Through painting, drawing, pho-
tography, animated film and site-
specific sound and visual installation,
the artists address themes such as: the
anti-immigration rhetoric in Slovenia
and other defence mechanisms of the
political management of space through
Nazi anti-air-raid architecture (Suzana
Brborovi¢); alienation, loss of identity,
personal distress, alcoholism and con-
temporary society's indifference to these
problems (Spela Cadei); the breaking
down of sexual taboos through drawn
representations of the nude female body
and fruits, in an allusive reference to
basic erotic experiences (Olja Grubic);
the current socio-political reality through
geometrical abstract representations
of ideological signs and Malevich's
iconographic narrative (Dusa Jesih); the
dichotomy of gender difference and the
stereotypical, inferior position of the
female population in relation to the
male population, manifested in women'’s
worse material and social status at virtu-
ally all levels of society (Simona Semeni¢
& Nada Zgank); and, last but not least,
the obsolete and immature view of the
human race as exceptional as well as its
arrogant, and at the same time utterly
trivial, attitude to other living beings
(Maja Smrekar).
